Lift High the Cross/Winter Recovery 

Clarification 
 

2010 was a challenging year for our congregation 

in terms of finance. In February 2010 we began to see 

that our operating income was not keeping up with 

our operating expenses. In May, Finance was 

forecasting a year end deficit of over $65,000. We 

requested help in the form of the Winter Recovery 

envelope and later, with Church Council approval, we 

launched the Lift High the Cross campaign. Winter 

Recovery and Lift High the Cross – two different 

campaigns with a common purpose and that was to 

work toward increasing our operating income to meet 

our operating expenses. As I am writing this on Dec 

5th, our year to date total from both campaigns is 

$57,298. I conservatively estimate we will receive 

another $5,000-6,000 for Lift High the Cross which 

will bring our campaign total to $62,900 – $63,000. 
 

Tracking the income from Winter Recovery was 

easy since we used the Winter Recovery envelope. 

Tracking the income from Lift High the Cross was 

more challenging since sometimes givers forgot to 

mark their gift.  In preparing for Commitment 

Sunday, in early November I began to compare giving 

versus pledge and found that some of our members 

had exceeded their pledges. I reported this overage as 

gifts to the Lift High the Cross campaign and this 

overage will appear on the year end statement as gifts 

to Lift High the Cross.  If anyone has questions when 

they receive the year end statement please feel free to 

contact me and I will be happy to review the 

statement with you to be sure I have properly recorded 

your gifts. Thank you to everyone who has helped in  

continuing God’s work here at His church in 

Lansdale.
