Lansdale First United Methodist Church 

1871-2011 
In  1870 Lansdale was a small town with a 

population of 400 and no churches. Today the 

borough of Lansdale has a population of 16,071 and 

more than a dozen churches. 

Our church was the first church to be established 

in the small town of Lansdale; our official name is 

Lansdale First United Methodist Church. Now we are 

making plans to celebrate our 140 years of history as 

a Christian congregation in this town.  Why do we 

celebrate this anniversary? 

Is it because we were the first church to be 

planted in a new and developing town?  Or that we 

have grown from a small building at Third and 

Walnut to a large structure that spans almost a block 

on Broad Street?  Or because we are still here after 

140 years? 

Just as the Israelites looked back on their journey 

out of Egypt and through the wilderness to the 

promised land and praised the steadfast love of God, 

so we look back on our journey here at Lansdale. As 

we celebrate our history, we, too, find that God has 

been faithful and that His steadfast love endures 

forever. 

As we look forward to our Anniversary 

Celebration on November 6, 2011, let us be thankful 

for those who have faithfully served this congregation 

in the past and renew our dedication to love and serve 

Christ today.

Dear Friends, 
   

  

 In Matthew 7:24-27, we 

find the words that conclude His 

Sermon on the Mount. "Therefore, 

everyone who hears these words of 

mine and puts them into practice is 

like a wise man who built his 

house on the rock. The rain came 

down, the streams rose and the 

winds blew and beat against that 

house yet it did not fall, because it 

had its foundation on the rock. But 

everyone who hears these words of 

mine and does not put them into 

practice, is like a foolish man who 

built his house on sand. The rain 

came down, the streams rose and 

the wind blew and beat against 

that house and it fell with a great 

crash." Jesus Christ states that in 

building your life, the ground on 

which you build determines the 

durability of what you build. Mind 

what Jesus said. There is a definite 

connection between the ground on 

which you build and the durability 

of what you build. 
 

 Quite possibly the largest 

mausoleum in the world is the Taj 

Mahal. Under construction from 

1632 to 1645, that oversized 

tombstone required over 20,000 

men in the process of construction. 

It took 76 years to build the Great 

Pyramids of Egypt near Cairo (See 

them in person in March of 2012). 

It required 7-1/2 years for 

Solomon's temple to be built. Ten 

thousand men were used in the 

process of cutting timber from 

Lebanon. Another 70,000 men 

were used for carrying the wood 

and constructing the temple, and 

another 20,900 men were used as 

overseers or supervisors. All three 

groups of men were involved in a 

7-1/2-year building program for 

Solomon's temple. 
 

 As diverse as these three 

buildings are, the Taj Mahal, the 

Great Pyramids of Egypt and the 

Temple of Solomon, there is a 

truth common to all. They were all 

were built for durability. They 

were built to stay, and their 

durability was grounded on rock. 

Jesus, when speaking on the 

building of life, often used the 

image of a rock. In fact Jesus, in 

concluding His Sermon on the 

Mount, stated that life, if it is to be 

durable, must be built on a rock. 

He made a definite connection, a 

distinct correlation, between the 

ground on which we build and the 

durability of what we build. 
 

 There are three things of 

which Christ speaks in the above 

text. They are the foundations of 

life, the storms of life, and the 

stability of life. I believe that all of 

us want stability and durability in 

our lives. We know, as Christians, 

we build our lives on Christ, the 

Solid Rock. We must also realize  

that we need to continue building 

on the foundation of Jesus Christ 

in order to endure the storms of 

life. 
 

 Summer storms can be 

devastating, especially hurricanes. 

Most of us have seen and 

experienced their destruction. 

Life's storms can be quite 

damaging to our very being. With 

Christ as our life's foundation, we 

can stand up to all that this world 

can throw our way. Jesus Christ 

provides the stability and peace 

that this world can not. Therefore, 

let us all continue to build on the 

Solid Rock. You can do that by 

getting involved in the ministry of 

Christ here at church. Help out in 

VBS, sign up for IHN in August, 

or continue to come to worship 

during the summer months. As 

you strengthen your faith in Jesus 

Christ, the problems that surround 

will not overcome you. 
 

 May each of you have a 

great summer and enjoy your 

vacations. Remember your church 

and may the Lord bless all of you.
