The Beginnings  

of Our Ministry in Lansdale 
 

140 years ago in 1871 the population of 

Lansdale had grown to about 400 residents. Land 

owners and developers began to consider measures to 

promote the sale of property in the unincorporated 

village. Dr. John M. Jacobs, a surgeon during the 

Civil War, who owned building lots east of the 

railroad station between Walnut and Broad Streets, 

realized that the village needed a house of worship. 

Dr. Jacobs approached Dr. Alpha J. Kynett, 

Corresponding Secretary of the Church Extension 

Society of the Philadelphia Annual Conference, 

concerning the need for a church in Lansdale. Kynett 

promised $500 if the Church Extension Board 

approved and if the Lansdale people would raise an 

additional $1500. Dr. Jacobs then contacted the Rev. 

Hyrum U. Sebring, the Methodist preacher and circuit 

rider on the Montgomery Square-North Wales Circuit, 

concerning the start of a congregation at Lansdale. 

 Dr. Jacobs donated a lot at the northeast corner 

of Third and Walnut Streets. However, the building of 

the church was delayed because the Church Extension 

Society was slow in providing the promised $500. To 

raise funds for the project, the Lansdale Quartet put 

on a concert at the Bethel Hill Church on Saturday, 

May 13, 1871. On November 20-30, 1871, a church 

fair was held in the Heebner farm machinery factory 

building located on Broad Street above Main Street, 

that raised $600. 

 On October 23, 1871, it was reported in the 

local newspaper that the Lansdale Church was going 

up rapidly. The final touches on the building were 

completed on the Saturday evening before the 

dedication of the building on Sunday, July 14, 1872, 

with Dr. Kynett conducting the service with the 

assistance of Sebring and two other clergymen. 

 Sebring commenced preaching immediately in 

the new church building.  The only church in 

Lansdale was no doubt attended by members of other 

denominations. It was reported that the services were 

well attended. A series of evangelistic services 

resulted in the addition of several members to the 

congregation. In May 1872 a Union Sunday School 

with members and leaders from various 

denominations was formed. Isaac M. Heebner, one of 

the owners of the machinery factory, brought an organ 

to the church to provide music. 

 In 1873 Sebring was appointed by the bishop 

to another charge. When he left, the membership at 

Lansdale was twenty-nine. In 1876 Lansdale became 

an independent charge, no longer a part of a circuit 

with other churches. It was a day of small beginnings, 

but the Lansdale Methodist Episcopal Church was 

launched on a ministry of worship, witness and 

service that continues to this day after 140 years.

Dear Friends,    

  

    Busy, busy, busy, we are all so busy. There are so 

many things to do, places to visit, experiences to have, 

commitments to make. The work of the Lord in the 

church or community frequently falls victim to our 

busyness. Sports, social activities, and hundreds of 

other events can steal time from our schedule and 

often the work of the Lord  through us (the church) is 

usually the thing that suffers the most. 
 

    It is written in I Corinthians 15:58, “Therefore, my 

dear brothers (and sisters), stand firm. Let nothing 

move you. Always give yourselves fully to the work of 

the Lord, because you know that your labor in the 

Lord is not in vain.” 
 

    I am privileged to be called by God to serve as a 

minister of Jesus the Christ on a full-time basis. But I 

wasn’t always an ordained elder in the United 

Methodist Church. I was I lay person for a long time, 

working a 45 to 50 hour week (sometimes more ) 

secular job, struggling to find time to be actively 

involved in the church . The motivation to find the 

time was the joy I experienced doing the work of the 

Lord. Seeing lives touched, people helped, and 

persons transformed is incredible whether you are 

clergy or laity. 
 

    And we are all called to do it. We believe in the 

priesthood of all believers. Peter wrote in I Peter    2:9, 

“But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a 

holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may 

declare the praises of him who called you out of 

darkness into his wonderful light.”. That means that 

ALL of us should be doing the ministry of Christ 

through His church. Too often this is done by just a 

FEW willing servants. 
 

    While I was pastoring a church in the Frankford 

section of Philadelphia, I was driving home on I-95 

from a Phillies' game one rainy night. I was in the far 

left lane near the Ben Franklin bridge where 

construction had four lanes merging into two. 

Suddenly, my car just died and I heard the squealing 

of tires and the honking of horns. I got out and called 

out for help. Instead of assistance, I received verbal 

abuse, obscene language, and flying objects from 

supposedly civilized people. 
 

    Shadow Traffic, who eventually rescue me, 

informed me that I made the news since traffic was 

jammed back all the way to Broad Street. When I 

finally got home weary and frustrated, I kept thinking 

if only people would have helped me get my car to the 

far right shoulder of the road, there would not have 

been such a mess.  
 

    My point is that often in many churches, too many 

people complain about things and too Few are doing 

the work, The 80/20 rule (80% of the work in 

churches is done by 20% of the people) has now 

become the 90/10 rule. If more people got involved in 

the ministry of our church, the FEW would not have 

their lives so jammed up. 
 

    There are so many opportunities to do ministry in 

our church. Sunday School, our New Congregational 

Care Team, choir, praise team, Inter-faith, Trustees’ 

work list, evangelism, discipleship,  missions, finance, 

UMW, Men’s group, youth, young adults, worship, 

lay leadership development,  nursery, and vision are 

just a few. If you're not involved in some ministry of 

the church, please consider using your gifts, graces, 

and talents in some area. And DO NOT WAIT TO BE 

ASKED! Tell me or the leaders of the church that you 

want to get involved. If you're already involved, thank 

you and please continue for we are blessed because of 

you! 
 

    Enjoy the rest of your summer, listen for our needs 

in church, and get involved. Remember to pray, to 

love all, and to do what needs to be done for the glory 

of God.

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     Wow, what a wonderful God we serve.  I am sitting here 10:00 Saturday night, after an incredible week of 

Vacation Bible School, just amazed at how God blesses us and our church.  We had 75 children, 21 adult and 23 

youth/young adult teachers and helpers attend. The excitement and enthusiasm they displayed was absolutely 

contagious!  The children ranged between 4 years and 6th grade.  The younger grades had the bigger classes, but 

the older ones definitely kept up.
