Dear Friends, 

 As we enter 2012, I would like to share 

highlights of my Pastor’s Report to Charge 

Conference for the 2011 State of the Church.  

 Looking back on 2011, I humbly thank 

God for the lay leadership of Lansdale United 

Methodist Church. When Walt Bingham resigned and the 

Staff Parish Relations Committee and Church Council 

decided not to hire another Pastor of Visitation, I was 

slightly concerned about personally covering those pastoral 

responsibilities. However, Maryellen Reinmiller 

volunteered along with several others to help minister to 

the homebound. We started a Congregational Care Team 

and there are six to seven pairs of volunteers that visit our 

homebound at least once a month. They also inform me of 

special needs and plan to expand to other aspects of this 

ministry such as driving homebound to appointments and 

food shopping. As pastor it is a wonderful sight to see laity 

step in and meet a need. 

 Our men’s ministry is beginning its second year, 

highlighted by our first annual men’s retreat. We had 16 

men in attendance. Led by Scott Dorn, Conal Wright, and 

Ed Hartman, the men continue to meet once a month on 

Saturdays and hopefully they will soon become an official 

United Methodist Men’s group. 

 Liz Bonner was hired as our Children’s Christian 

Education Director and has done great job. Vacation Bible 

School, Sunday School, and seasonal children’s programs 

have not missed a beat. She also has recently established a 

Christian Education Team and is addressing the needs of 

our Sunday School. 

 Our worship services remain our strength. Our 

traditional service is highlighted by a weekly performance 

from our incredible adult choir. Our dedicated teen choir 

and our inspiring children’s choir bless us with monthly 

music that lifts our spirits as we worship. Ed Roberts has 

done an outstanding job as our music director and Deb 

Moses has done a wonderful job with the children. Eva 

Jennings, our contemporary worship leader, remains an 

asset to our Praise Worship experience. She brings 

thoughtful, rich worship to our contemporary service. Ruth 

Rineer, our organist, also volunteers to play the keyboard in 

our Praise Service. 

 After working on restructuring and church growth, 

our Vision Team, led by Cindy Scheetz, has decided to 

focus on leadership training. They recommended Dr. Deb 

Darlington for leadership team training and Church Council 

approved. We have had two training sessions so far and 

three more are scheduled in the beginning of 2012. Vision 

Team continues to challenge us to look forward. 

 Our “Dream Green Team,” established 

last year, continues to communicate our financial 

state to the congregation and this year has 

developed a vital Stewardship Program which is 

also a yearlong continuous process of education 

and awareness. The team is led by Luann Ingram, 

our Lay Leader.  Lonnie Turnipseed, Warren 

Shaedle, Bill Cole, Deb Moses, and myself are 

part of the team. The Scripture tells us, “Now you 

are the body of Christ, and each one of you is a 

part of it. And in the church God has appointed first of all 

apostles, second prophets, third teachers, then workers of 

miracles, also those having gifts of healing, those able to 

help others, those with gifts of administration, and those 

speaking in different kinds of tongues.” 1 Cor 12:27-28

 We have quite a diversity of gifts and talents in our 

church and each one is important to the ministry of Christ 

in our church. What a blessing it is seeing members 

stepping in and filling the needs of the community with 

their gifts. Patty Stemler started a prayer shawl ministry, 

Richard Hardisty made us aware of the “Code Blue” 

ministry need, and the women now have a second evening 

Bible Study. 

 I am in awe of the gifts being used in UMW, 

Young Adults, Missions, Trustees, Church and Society, 

Evangelism/ Discipleship, Family Council, and Youth, 

especially the Youth Musical and Mission trip. There are 

too many to mention in one report. We are an active church 

that is ALIVE. Our staff of Doris, Scott, Liz, Ed, Eva, 

Ruth, Brent, and Bill is amazing. Let me add Warren and 

Tom to that list. We have a great team, Church! 

 We have many challenges facing us in 2012, but 

let’s view them as opportunities. Our finances are still an 

issue, but we all hope that we are seeing some light in a 

difficult economy. Our Lay Leadership process for electing 

officers has improved since we moved to a July 1st start 

date. We need everyone to complete their spiritual 

inventory and talent questionnaire. In April our new vision 

and goals should be set from our Leadership Team Training 

Program.
